In order to encourage participation in Pointing
Tests, The Club will award annually a trophy to a member whose GSP has shown the most consistency
during the season in achieving gradings in the Club’s tests. Junior and Adult dogs will qualify equally
for the award, which will be given on a points basis of Excellent, Very Good and Good gradings. Points
must be gained in two or more tests during that season. Only GSPC members with GSPs are eligible.
